HOW DO YOU REACT TO SOMEONE BEGGING?
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Our Gospel this weekend is a strange one, and yet it is one that all of us are familiar with.  It involves an encounter with a beggar.  True, the Canaanite woman was not begging for money, but she was begging, begging for a favour.  At one time or another all of us have been approached by a beggar, either at our doorstep or on a public street.  I often wonder how Jesus would deal with these kind of situations.  Jesus and his pals (the Apostles) had withdrawn to the region of Tyre and Sidon, which was Gentile country.  It seems that He had gone there for a break.   However, no sooner had He arrived there than He was accosted by a pagan woman who pestered Him to cure her sick daughter.  How do we react when we encounter someone begging?  I think it would be fair to say that few of us come out of such an encounter with credit.  Generally we refuse to help, convincing ourselves that it is better not to give them anything because in giving we are only encouraging a begging mentality.  However, we can draw some comfort from the Gospel story.  The Apostle’s reaction was not unlike our own.  For them the Canaanite woman was a nuisance.  They just wanted Jesus to get rid of her, and as quickly as possible.  Indeed, Jesus’ own reaction surprises us.  At first He ignored her.  Then He refused her and tried to put her off.  However, she was a very determined lady and refused to take NO for an answer.  Finally, He granted her request.  This is a great reminder to us not to ignore the cry of the poor.  Let’s stop seeing them as a nuisance.  The encounter for Jesus touched His Heart.  We must let such encounters awaken feelings of tenderness, kindness and compassion in our hearts too.  It shows us what we are capable of doing with the blessings and touch of Jesus.  It shows us that it is possible to be more, to love more and to give of ourselves more.  It can change us.    It calls us to humanity.  Thus it can lead to a new beginning.  Before God all of us are poor.  His love and generosity to us is overwhelming.  Thankfully, He never views any of us a nuisance.  Let us imitate Him.
